1) This tournament will be conducted in accordance with the following rules

2) Eligibility:
Participation in this tournament will be limited to sanctioned members of USBC youth in

the Tidewater Association geographic area.

3) Time Preferences:
Entries will be scheduled in the order received.
Entry form MUST be signed by a league coach.

4) Participation:
A) Bowlers entered in the doubles event MUST enter the singles event.
B) Bowlers entered in the singles event MUST enter the doubles event.
C) Singles and doubles entrants, do not have to enter the team event.
D) Singles Scratch (Optional) entrants must be entered in Single event.
E) Team events entrants, do not have to enter the singles and doubles events.
F) There will only be one entry allowed in each event per bowler.
G) An Individual may Substitute 1 time in TEAMS and 1 time in DOUBLES
5) Tournament Average:
A) Entrants will use their highest Year Book average (2017-2018). If no book average, average will be as of

March 4, 2019 with a least 12 games. NOTE: If bowling in a Sport or Challenge league and if you have to use that Average

you much convert it to a STANDER AVERAGE.(Send a Standing Sheet with Avg as of March 4, 2019 with this form).

NOTE: New Bantam bowler coming up from Pee -Wee league (2018-2019) season must use their March 4, 2019 league average

B) If the bowler had bowled in the 2018 Summer Season a final standing sheet must be sent in with his/her average.
C) Bowlers who do not have average verification forms on file from 3/4/19 or do not
have a 12 game average as of 3/4/19 will bowl scratch (225 average - 0 handicap)
6) Handicap:
The handicap will be 90% of difference between the bowlers average and 225.
7) Order of Bowling:
A) Teams will bowl in the order submitted on the entry form.
B) Singles will be bowled before doubles consecutively on the same pair of lanes.
C) Substitutes will bowl in the same place in the line up as the original bowler.
8) Entry Requirements:
A) All entries will close and must be postmarked no later than midnight March 11, 2019

B) All fees will be paid by League check, Center check, Bank check, or Money Order
and must accompany the entry forms. Entry forms received without payment will
be returned. Entries received with CASH will NOT be processed and the signer
will be required to pick the entry up in person and resubmit.
C) No refunds will be made after 10 days from mailing date of schedule.
D) All checks and money orders are to be made payable to Tidewater Virginia USBC Youth Tournament.
E) Any returned check fees will be assumed by signer.
F) All entries must be complete or they will be returned.
9) Awards and Distribution:
Awards for this tournament will be in the form of Scholarship. (Managed by SMART Acct # 9091 or 2198)

A) All awards fees will be returned 100%
B) One award will be presented for each ten entries per division or as monies allow.

C) Only one award will be presented for first place scratch in each event division except SCRATCH SINGLE.
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D) SCRATCH SINGLES: Only one award will be presented for each 5 entries per
SCRATCH SINGLES division (Avg 141 and above) or as monies allowed.
E) One award will be presented for 1/10 entry for All Events handicap per division, and will be
based on the total of the three handicapped events (9 games total)
F) Substitutes will be eligible for awards in all events bowled.

10) Tournament Divisions:

This handicap tournament will be divided into six divisions and one SINGLE SCRATCH (optional) division as follows:

Teams and singles / doubles will be placed on lanes by division if possible.

11) Substitutes:
A) Substitutes must be listed in the 2017-2018 Year Book or current standing sheet as of March 4, 2019.
B) Available substitutes must check in 45 minutes prior to squad time.
C) The tournament director must be notified 24 hours prior to squad time of any
changes in the schedule unless in the case of emergency.
D) The entry may be reclassified if the substitute’s average differs from the original bowler.

12) Changes on the computer scoring terminal will ONLY be done by a Tournament official
or designated person/persons. Any other may result in a disqualification of the individual
and/or team.

13) There will be NO use of tobacco or Vapor products nor any consumption of Alcoholic beverage by any
participants in the tournament site. (Inside building or outside of the building)

14) Tardy bowlers will receive no score for frames missed.

15 Dress Code:
All bowlers will be expected to dress in an appropriate manner while participating in the
travel league. The following guidelines should be followed during league play:

*Bowlers will not be allowed to wear clothes, jewelry, or other apparel or personal belongings that
advocate violence, use of alcohol, tobacco products, drug use and/or distribution; that represent gang
activity and/or membership; use obscenities; or reflect adversely on any person due to race, gender,
creed, religion, disability, or sexual orientation.

*Bowlers will not be allowed to wear hats, caps, or any other kind of head cover while bowling.

*Bowlers will not be allowed to wear items containing spikes.

*Shirts must be worn in an appropriate manner.

*All pants must be secured at the waistline.

*Bowlers may not wear revealing attire, including apparel that exposes the midriff, tube or

halter tops, see-through fabrics, low-cut, backless, or spaghetti-strap garments.

*Dresses, skits, and shorts must be sufficient length to avoid distraction.

*Bowlers are required to wear appropriate bowling footwear at all times.

16) NO FLASH photography will be allowed during tournament play.
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17) Official Scores:
A) the telescorer will be the official score during the game and the official score

tabulation sheet will then be audited and errors will be corrected.
B) Any protest involving scoring or rules must be confirmed in writing to USBC
No later than 72 hours after the decision is made (copy to the tournament director)
18) Members of Tidewater Virginia USBC Youth shall conduct themselves within the standards expected of
youth bowlers. If they do not adhere to these rules, they may be suspended from further

participation in the tournament and be reported to USBC for formal suspension.
19) Any rules not addressed here-in will be governed by USBC tournament rules. (Playing Rules 2018-2019
